Society of Toxicology

ARTICLE FIRST

Name

The name of this arganization shall be Society
of Toxicology.

ARTICLE SECOND
Purpose

The purpose of the Society shall be to promote
the acquisition and utilization of knowlecge in
toxicology and to facilitate the exchange of in-
formaticn among its members as well as among
investigators of other scientific disciplines.

No part of the net earnings of the corporation
shall inure to the benefit of or be distributable
to its members, trustees, officers, or other pri-
vale persons, except that the corporation shall
be authorized and empowered to pay reascnable
compensation for services rendered and to make
payments and distributions in furtherance of the
purposes herein-above set forth. No substantial
part of the activities of the corporation ghall be
the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise al-
tempting to influence legislation, and the cor-
poration shali not participate in, or inerveng in
{including the publishing or distribution of state-
ments) any political campaign on behalf of any
candidate for public office

ARTICLE THIRD

Membership

Section 1. There shall be five categories of
membership: Full, Associate, Student, Horiorary,
and Retired.

Section 2. Full. Qualified persons wheo have
a continuing professional inlerest in toxicclogy
and (a) who have conducted and published
ariginal research in some phase of toxicology or
(by who are generally recognized as expert in
some phase of toxicology shall be eligible for
membership, subject to conditions set forth in
the By-Laws.
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Section 3. Associate. Individuals who have
a continuing prefessional interest in toxicology
but who do not qualify for Full membership shall
be eligible for Associate membership, subject to
conditions set forth in the By-Laws.

Section 4. Student. Students with an interest
in toxicology who are enrolled in a graduate
degree program shall be eligible for Student
membership, subject 1o conditions set forth in
the By-Laws.

Section 5. Honorary. Honorary membership
shall be awarded by the Society to parsons who
are not members of the Society in recegnition
ol outstanding and sustained achievements in
toxicology, subject to conditions set forth in the
By-Laws

Section 6. Retired. A Full or Associate mem-
ber of the Society who has retired from active
work in toxicology may be accorded retired
status upon approval of the Board of Directors
(referred to hereinafter as Council).

Section 7. Corporate Associates. The Presi-
dent of the Society, with the approval of the
Council, may on an annual basis invite any firm,
association, corporation, institution or subdivi-
sion thereof, to become a Corporale Assaciate
in support of the Society.

Section 8. voting. Each Full member of the
Society described under Section 2 of the Arti-
cle shall be entitled to vote (a) at the annual
meeting and at any special meeting on all mat-
ters pertaining to the affairs of the Society
which are duly presented for consideration at
such meeting and (b) by mail for etection of
officers of the Society ard such other officials
to be elacted by the members under the By-Laws
in force, and (c) by mail on such other matters
as may from time to time, pursuant to the
By-Laws upon aclion laken at any meeting of
the members, be approved for submission to
the full membership A member designated
under Sections 3, 4, 5, or 7 of the Article shall
have no voting rights. A Retired member, who
was a Full member previously, shall retain
voting rights.
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ARTICLE FOURTH

Amendments

Proposed changes in the Constitution shall be
submitted in writing to the Council at least four
meonths prior to the annual meeting. Upon ap-
proval by a majority vote of the Council, the
Secretary shall send written notice of the pro-
posed changes to all members of the Society at
teast four weeks prior to the annual meeting. A
two-thirds vote of the ballots cast shall be
required for adoption

ARTICLE FIFTH

Duration and Dissolution

The Scciety shall continue as a corporation
until a proposal for dissolution shall be passed
by the Council ana the voting members of the
Sociely. For purposes of notice and voting
reguirements, any such proposal shall be
trealed as an amendment to these Articles and
shall comply with the provisions of Article
Fourth hereof.

Upon the dissolution of the corperation, the
Councii shall, after paying or making provision
for the payment of all of the liabilities of the
corporation, dispose of all of the assets of the
carporation exclusively for the purposes of the
carporation in such manner, or to such organi-
zation or organizations organized and operated
exclusively for charitable, educational, religious,
or scientitic purposes as shall at the time qualify
as an exempt organization or organizations
under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1954 {or the corresponding provisions
of any fulure Uriled States Internal Revenue
Law}, as the Council shall determine. Any of such
assets shall be disposed of by the Court of Com-
pelent Jurisdiction of the county or district in
which the principal office of the corporation is
then located, exclusively for such purposes or
to such organization or organizations, as said
Court shall determine, which are organized and
operated exclusively for such purposes



BY-LAWS

ARTICLE FIRST

Officers

Section 1. A President shall be elected by a
majority vote of the ballots cast at the firsl
annual meeting of the Society and shall serve
for a term of one year. The President, after
serving one year, shall be designated Immediate
Past-President for one year. The President shall
preside at all meetings of the Soclety.

Section 2. A Vice-President-Elect shall be
elected by a majority vote of the ballots cast, and
shall become the Vice-President of the Socisty
after serving one year as Vice-President-Elect.
The Vice-President-Elect shail serve in the ab-
sence of the President and the Vice-President.

Section 3. The Vice-President shall become
the President of the Society alter serving one
year as Vice-President. The Vice-President shall
serve in the absence of the President. For the
year in which this Section shali first be in effect,
both a Vice-President-Clect and a Vice-President
shall be eiected

Section 4. There shall be a Secretary of the
Society who shall be elected by a majority vote
of the ballots cast, who shall serve for a term
of two years and who shall be eligible for re-
election o one additional term. The Secretary
shall have custody of the recards of the Society,
shall keep the minutes of the meetings of the
Sociely and ot the Council, and shall notify
members of all meetings.

Section 5. There shall be a Treasurer of the
Society who shall be elected by a majority vote
of the ballots cast, who shall serve for a term
of two years and shall be eligible for re-election
for one additional term.

Section 6. There shall be a Board of Directors
referred to hereinafter as a Council of the Society
consisting of ten persons, four to be elected by
a plurality vote of the baliots cast for a term
of two years, except as hereinafter provided.
At the first annual meeting two members shall
be etected for a short term of one year, and
two members shall be elected for a term of two
years, Annually, thereafter, two members shall
be elected for a term of two years. The six
additional members of the Council shall con-
sist of the President, the Immediate Past-
President, the Vice-President-Elect, the Vice
President, the Secretary and the Treasurer.
The general management of the affairs of the
Society shall be vested in the Council. In addi-
tion to its other powers, the Council may
employ such persons, including an Executive
Secretary, as the Council deems necessary, and
upon such terms and at such salary as ths
Council shall determine, and to whom, in the
case of the Executive Secretary, officers and
committee members may with approval from
Council delegate duties and responsibilities,
notwithstanding that such duties or responsi-
bilittes may under the Bylaws be assigned to the
delegating officer ar committee member; pro-
vided that each such delegating instrument
shall, irrespective of any other terms contained

therein, terminate immediately either upon
revocalion therecf by the delegating officer or
committee member or upon withdrawal by Coun-
cil, of its approval.

Section 7. Vacancies in any office shall be
filled by a majority vote of the Council. In the
event of a tie, the President shall cast the
deciding vote.

Section 8. Ballots for officers to be elected
in any year shall be mailed by the Secretary to
the membership by January 1, which ballots
shall set forth the names of the candidates
neminated by the Nominating Committee: in
addition, one (1) space shall be provided for a
write-in candidate for each office to be filled.
Completed ballots returned to the Secretary
shall be valid if received on or before the fol-
lowing February 10 and if the envelope contain-
ing the ballot bears the signature of the member.
The Secretary shall hereupon send the ballots
to an ad hoc Tellers Committee, appointed by
the President, which shall count all ballots prop-
erly submitted and shall immediately notify the
President of any tie, in which event the President
shall call a meeting of the Council 1o be held
before the date of the next annual meeting and
the tie shall be resolved in favor of one of the
candidates invoived in the tie by majority vote
of the Council. The results of the balloting and
of the Council's resolution of any tie shall be
returned to the Secretary and announced at the
following annual meeting.

Section 8, Cfficers shall begin their terms of
office on May 1 following the annual meeting at
which their election is announced or one month
after this annual meeting if it is held, any year,
after Aprii 1.

Section 10. Only Full members of the Society
shall be eligitle for election as officers.

Section 11. In the event any officer elected
under the provisicns of Article First shall become
unable, whether by reason of health, incapacity,
or otherwise, to pertorm the normal duties of his
or her office, the Council may, by majority vote,
designate another voting member of the Society
to exercise the duty and responsibility for such
office until the next regular or special election
for said office. The member designated by Coun-
cil shall serve only during the remainder of the
fiscal year.

ARTICLE SECOND

Membership

Section 1. Candidales for all categories of
membership, except Honorary and Retired, shall
be presented by two members of the Society who
are not members of Council on forms provided
by the Secretary. Completed applications are
returned to the Secretary who refers them to the
Membership Commiltee for its recommendations
te Council. The candidates recommended by the
Membership Committes shall be forwarded by
the Secretary to the membership of the Society
who may submit objections 1o a particular can-
didate to the Council through the Secretary.
Finai approval or disapproval of the candidates
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recommended by the Membership Committee
shall require a majority vote of Council. Can-
didates approved in this manner shall be notified
by the Secretary and shall henceforth be con-
sidered members.

Section 2. Applications for all categories of
membership except Honorary shall be pro-
cessed and new members shall be admitted
semiannually. The deadlines shall be as follows:
the Secretary shali receive applications by Janu-
ary 1or July 1, the Membership Committee shall
return its recormmendations to the Secretary by
March 1 or September 1, the Secretary shail
send names of recommended candidates to all
members by April 1 or Oclober 1; members shall
submit their objections to the Secretary by
May 1 or Novernber 1: Council takes final action
and those whose membership applications are
approved by Council shall be notified of official
membership on July 1 or January 1. Members
accepted effective July 1 shall be assessed half
the amount of annual dues; members accepted
effective January 1 shall be assessed the full
amount of the annua! dues,

Section 3. Candidates tor Honorary member-
ship are nominated by two Vating or Associate
members of the Society including mempers of
Council. Neminations shall be accompanied by
seconding letters and information regarding
career achievements in toxicology. Election of
Honorary members shail be by a two-thirds
majority vote of Council. Not more than two
Henorary members shall be elected during
any one term of Council. Honorary members
shall not be eligible to vote and shall not be
assessed dues.

Section 4. Those persons who became vot-
ing members of the Scciety during the first year
shall be desighated “‘Charter” members but
such designation shall in no way affect the divi-
sion of membership into any categery or rights
pertaining thereto.

Section 5. The Council may, by unanimous
vote and after a hearing for cause, recommend
to the Society the expulsion of any member,
which recommendation shalt be sent to ali
members of the Society at ieast four weeks prior
to the meeting at which it is 1o be acted upon.
A vote of four-ifths of the voting members
present and at such meeting shall be required
for expulsion.

ARTICLE THIRD

Meetings

Section 1. A regular meeting of the Socisety
of Toxicology shall be held annually at such time
and place as shall ke determined by the Coun-
cil. Members of Society shall be notified at least
eight weeks in advance of such meetings.

Section 2. Speclal meetings of the Society
may be ¢alled by the Gouncil or upon written re-
quest of ten active mermbers of the Society with
approval of the Council. The Secretary shall send
written notice to the members at least eight
weeks in advance of such meetings and shall



specify the business to be transacted. No busi-
ness other than so specilied shall be transacted
at such meelings.

Section 3. The Council shall meet prior to the
annual meeting of the Society to conduct such
business as is set forth in the Constitution and
By-Laws. Five members of the Council sha | con-
stitule a quorum for this meeting, Minutes of the
Council meeting shall become a part of the offi-
cial record of the Society.

Section 4. There shall be a Scientific Ses-
sion as part of any regular meeting tc be
arranged by the Pregram Committee. All mem-
bers except Student members shall be able to
sponsol papers according to rules established
by Council

Section 5. Ten percent of the voting mem-
bership shall constitute a querum for a business
meeting. Pracedural matters may be handled at
the business meeting. Substantive issues shall
be decided by a majority vote of voling members
by mail.

Section 6. The rules contained in Roberl’'s
Rules of Order, Seventy-fifth Anniversary Edition
or any subsequent revisions shall govern the
conduct of the business meeating of the Society,
except where they may be inconsistent with the
Constitution and By-Laws.

Section 7. If at any meeting of the members
of the Society, duly called and held and a guo-
rum being present, the members shall, follow-
ing discussion of any malter properly pre-
sented for action and on motion duly macle and
seconded, vote to submit such matter (o the
members of the Society for resolution by mail
ballot and if such motion shall contain a con-
cise statement of the matter in guestion capable
of resolution by yes or no vote, the Secretary
shall within 30 days thereafter prepare and send
to every member entitled under Section 8 of
Article Third of the Constitution lo Vote, a notice
of the action laken at such meeting, together
with a brief explanation of the issue and a bal-
lot setting forth the matier in question in the
same terms as proposed at such meeting, which
ballot shall contain a place for the entry of a
yes or no vole. Comgleted ballots returned to
the Secretary shall be valid if postmarked on or
hefore the 80th day following the said meeting.
The Secretary shall thereupon promptly count
said ballots and shall immediately notify the
President of the number of votes for and against.
The Secretary shall promptly thereafter notify the
Membership of the outcome of such balloting
provided that notification shall be effectively
given if set forth on the first page of the next
Newslelter or other bulletin mailed by the Secre-
tary to all members.

ARTICLE FOURTH
Standing Committees

Section 1, Membershin Committee. There
shall be a Membership Committee consisting
ot six voting members of the Society who hold
no cther elective office, to be elected by a plu-
rality vote of the ballots cast and who shall

serve for a term of three years, except as
hereinafter provided for and who shall be eligi-
ble for re-election only after a lapse of one year.
Two members shall be elected annually. The
Membership Committee shall investigate the
qualifications of the candidates for member-
ship and shall report its recommendations to the
Secretary by March 1 or September 1 of each
year.

Section 2. Nominating Commitiee. There
shall be a Nominating Committee, consisting of
five voting members of the Society who hold no
other elective office All members. including
the Chair, shall have a single vote. The Chair
shall be the past-president of the Scciety who
has most recently completed the term as Im-
mediate Past-President. The remaining four
members shall be elected by the voting members
of the Society. Membership on the Committee
shall be for a period of one year; members shall
be eligible for re-election only after a lapse of
one-year. Candidates for election to the Nomi-
nating Committee shall be submitted to the Sec-
retary prior to November 1. They shall be deter-
mined in the following manner: (1) Each of the
Regional Chapters shall nominale one candidate:
from this group. one member shall be elected
by a plurality vote. (2) Each of the Specialty Sec-
tions shall nominate one candidate; from this
group, one member shall be elected by a plurality
vote. (3) The past-presidents of the Society shall
nominate three candidates from their group; one
shall be elected by a plurality vote. (4} Three can-
didates shall be nominated from the membership
at large by the President; from this group, one
shall be elected by a plurality vote. Amember’s
name shall only appear once on the ballot. The
entire ballot shall be submitted to the voling
membership for election accerding to the pro-
cedure given in Section 10

The Chair of the elected Nominating Com-
mittee shall agvise Council of the names of all
nominees for elected office and elected Stand-
ing Committees {except the Nominating Com-
mittee) prior to October 15 and before finalizing
the nominations. The Nominating Committee
shall submit in writing to the Secretary by
November 15 of each year at least two nomina-
tions far gach elective office and committee 1o
be filled.

Section 3. Finance Commitiee. There shall
be a Finance Commitlee consisting of the
Treasurer as Chair, the President, the Vice-
President, and two voling rmembers, who are
not members of Council, to be appointed by
Council for a two-year term. For the term in
which this By-Law takes effect, the Council will
appoint two members to the Finance Commit-
tee: one for a lwo-year term and one for &
one-year term. The Finance Committee shall
continuously review the financiai status of the
Soclety and the Treasurer shall report at each
Council meeling. At least one month prior 10 a
regular meeting, the Finance Committee shall
prepare lor presentation at the regular meeting
a financial statement summarizing the financia!
operalions of the Sociely for the immediately
preceding fiscal year and including income,
expenses and a financial balance sheet. The
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Finance Committee shall alsc prepare and pre-
sent with the financial statement a budget for the
coming year. Recommendations affecting finan-
cial operations or actions shall be made by the
Treasurer to Council and included with the finan-
cial statement for presentation at any regular
meeting. Fiscal and investment policies and cur-
rent investments shall be recommended to Coun-
cil by the Finance Committee and approved by
Council. The Fiscal year shall begin on May 1
and end the last day of April of each year.

Section 4. Program Committee. The Pro-
gram Committee shall consist ol the Vice-
President as Chair, the Vice-President-Elect,
and nine members of the Sociely who hold no
elective office. Three shall be appointed annually
by the President for three-year terms of office.
The Program Committee shall make recommen-
dations to the Council as to informative and
appropriate scientific programs and shall be
responsible for the planning and organization of
the scientific program of a regular meeting. The
Program Committee also shall make recommen-
dations 1o Council regarding special meelings
andfor symposia.

Section 5. Technical Committee. There shall
be a Technical Commitiee consisting of six
members who hold no elective cffice. Three
members shall be appointed annually for a two-
year term by the President. During the term in
which this section takes effect, the President
shall appoint three mambers to two-year terms
and three members to one-year terms. The Presi-
dent shail designate the Chair. The Technical
Committee shall investigate technical problems
referred to it by the President or which are
recognized by the Committee and upon which
the Society may be asked to exprass an opinion
or to actively participate in their resclution. The
Committee shall report its findings and recom-
mendations to Council.

Section 6. Education Commitiee. There shall
e an Educalion Committee consisting of four
voting members who hold no cther glective office
elected by a plurality vote of the ballots cast to
serve for a term of two years. Two voting mem-
bers shall be elected annually. The President
shall designate the Chair. The Education Com-
mittee shall concern itself with ways in which the
Society can advance and promulgate education
in toxicology. The Committee shall report its find-
ings and recommendations to Councit,

Section 7. Continuing Education Committee.
There shali be a Continuing Education
Committee consisting of six members who hold
no elective office. Three mempers shall be
appointed annually for two-year terms by the
President. The President shall designate the
Chair. During the term in which this Section takes
effect, the President shall appoint three
members to two-year terms and three members
lo one-year terms. The Continuing Education
Committee shall organize continuing education
courses which meet the requirements of the
membership for information on new develop-
mentg in toxicology and related disciplines as
well as the requirements of cerlifying and licen-
sing beards. The Committee shall be responsible
for the planning, organization and presentation



of continuing education courses. The Commit-
tee shall report its findings and recommenda-
tions to Council.

Section 8, Regulatory Affairs and Legistative
Assistance Committee. There shall be a Regula-
tory Affairs and Legislative Assistance Commit-
tee consisting of six voting members who hald
no elective office. Three members shall be ap-
pointed annually for a two-year term by the Presi-
dent. The President shall designate the Chair.
During the term in which this Section takes ef-
fect, the President shall appoint three members
to two-year terms and three members 1o one-
year terms. This Committee shall be the Soci-
ety’s focus for activities which aid and suppert
the scientific activities of regulatory agencies
and legislative bodies. The Committee shall keep
Council abreast of new developments which con-
cern the regulation of chemicals ar legislation
pertaining thereto. The Committee shall report
its findings and recommendations to Council.

Section 9. Animais in Research Committee.
There shall be an Animals in Research Commit-
tee consisting of six voting members who hold
no elective office. Three members shall be ap-
pointed annuaily for a two-year term by the Presi-
dent. The President shall designate the Chair.
During the term in which this Section takes el-
fect, the President shall appoinl three members
o two-year terms and three members to one-
year terms, This Commitiae shall be the Seci-
ety’s focus of activities relating 1o the effective
and humane use of laboratory animals in re-
search. The Committee shall also be concerned
with the development of valid aiternatives to
animal testing. The Committes shall report its
findings and recommendations to Council.

Section 10. Ballots for electing Standing Com-
mittee members in any year shall be mailed by
the Secretary to the voting membership by Janu-
ary 1. The ballots shall set forth the names of
the candidates nominated; in addition, one (1
space shall be provided for a write-in candidate
for each office. Completed ballots returned to the
Secretary shall be valid if received on or before
the following February 10 and if the enveicpe
containing the ballot bears the signature of the
member. The Secretary shall thereupon send
the ballots to an ad hoc Tellers Committee, ap-
pointed by the President, which shall count all
ballots properly submitted and shall immediately
notify the President of any tie, in which event the
President shall call a meeting of the Council
before the date of the next regular meeting to
resolve the tie in favor of ong of the candidates
concernad by a majority vote of the Council. The
resulls of the balloting and of the Council’s reso-
lution of any tie shall be returned to the Secretary
and announced at the next regular meeting.

Section 11. Elected Standing Committee
members shall begin their terms of office on May
1 following the regular meeting at which their
election is announced. In the case of a regular
meeting being held later than April 1, elected
Committee members shail begin their terms of
office one month after the date of this regular
meeting.

Section 12. Other Commitiees. The Presi-
dent, the Council or both may appoint such ad

hoc, special or other committees as deemed
necessary.

Section 13. In the event that any commiitee
member elected under the provision of Article
Fourth, whether by reason of health, incapacity
ar atherwise, shall become unable to pertorm the
normal duties of his or her office, the Council
may by majority vote designate another voling
member of the Society 1o exercise the duties and
responsibilities of such office. The member
designated by Council shall serve orly during the
remainder of the fiscal year.

ARTICLE FIFTH

Board of Publications

Section 1. The Board of Publications shall
consist of four members: the President of the
Society and three other members of the Soci-
ety who shall be appointed by the Council and
who shali serve for a term of three years. One
member shall be appointed each year for a full
term of three years. Members shali be eligible
far reappoimtment to one additicnal term. The
Council shail designate annually from among the
appointed members the Chairman, who shall
submit in writing to the Council at least ane
month prior to the annuai meeting an annua!
report of finances, publications, and general
policies. The Vice-President and the Editors of
all technical publications of the Society shall
serve as non-voting members of the Board.

Section 2. The Board of Publications shall
determine the editorial policy for all technical
publications of the Society and shal! appoint an
Editor and Editorial Board for each publication.
The Editors and members of the Editorial Boards
shall serve for three years and shal! be eligible
for reappointment. Members of the Editorial
Boards may concurrently hold other offices in
the Society.

Section 3. In the event any of the appointed
members of the Beard of Publications shall be-
come unable, whether by reason of health, inca-
pacity or otherwise, 1o perform the normal duties
of his or her office, the Council may by majority
vote designate another member of the Society
to exercise the duties and responsibilities of such
office until further action of the Council or until
the term expires, whichever shall first ocour.

Section 4. The authority and responsibility for
establishing the financial policy that governs all
publications of the Saciety are vested in the
Council. The Board of Publications shall make
recommendations to the Council concerning
financial policy.

ARTICLE SIXTH

Dues

Section 1. Full, Associate and Student
members shall pay such annual dues in support
of the Society as determined by Council. These
dues may include subscriptions 1o the Society
journals.

Section 2, Members who have retired be-
cause of age or disability may elect to apply tc
Council for *‘retired status". Members accorded
“retired status’* shall be relieved of the payment
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of their dues not used for subscription to a Soci-
ety journal, or of their entire dues if they de not
wish to continue receiving a jourral that was in-
cluded with the dues, but shall retain their privi-
leges of membership.

Section 3. Honorary members shall not be re-
quired to pay dues and shall not be eligible 1o
hoid office or any elective position in the Soci-
ety. but shall have all the non-voting privileges
of the Society in scientific proceedings.

Section 4. Dues shall be paid annually and
shail be due on January 1. When dues include
payment for journals, members delinquent as of
March 31 shall lose their subscriptions until full
payment of dues is received.

Section 5, Failure to pay dues by the end of
the calendar year in which they are due shail
result in forfeiture of membership. A member
who has forfeited membership by nonpayment
of dues must reapply for membership under
Article Second, Section 1.

ARTICLE SEVENTH

Regional Chapters

Section 1. The Society may authorize the for-
mation of Regional Chapters to further the pur-
poses of the Society. Council may approve the
formation of a Chapter upon written request that
& Regional Chapter be formed and after review-
ing the By-Laws of the proposed Chapter. Chap-
ters shall be regulated according 10 procedures
developed and approved by Council.

ARTICLE EIGHTH

Specialty Sections

Section 1. The Society may authorize the for-
mation of Specialty Sections to further the pur-
poses of the Society. Council may approve the
formation of a Specialty Section upon written
request that a Specialty Section be formed and
after reviewing the By-Laws of the proposed
Specialty Section. Specially Sections shall be
regulated according to procedures developed
and approved by Council.

ARTICLE NINTH

Corporate Seal

Section 1. The corporate seal shall be circu-
lar in form: The words “SCCIETY QF TOXI-
COLOGY" and the founding date shall appear
in the outer circle; the word “SALUS” shall
appear in the inner circle,

ARTICLE TENTH

Amendments

Section 1, Proposed changes in the By-Laws
shall be submitted 1o the Council in writing by
a member in good standing at least four months
prior to a regular meeting. Upon approval by a
majority vote of Council, the Secretary shall send
written notice of the proposed changes to all
voting members of the Society at least four
weeks prior to a regular meeting. A majority vote
of mail ballots received within 60 days after the
regular meeting shail be required for adoption.
