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Society of Toxicology

CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE FIRST

Name

The name of this arganization shall be Society
of Toxicoiogy.

ARTICLE SECOND
Purpose
The purpose of the Seciety shall be to promote
the acquisition and utilization of knowledge in
texicotogy and to facilitate the exchange of in-

formation among its meémbers as well as among
investigatars of other scientific disciplines.

No part of the net earnings of the corporation
shall inure to the benefit of or be distributable
to its members, trustees, officers, or other pri-
vate persong, except that the corporation shall
be authorized and empowered to pay redsonable
compensation for services rendered andto make
payments and distributions in furtherance of the
purposes herain-above: set forth, No substantial
part of the ‘activities of the corporation shall be
the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise at-
tempting to influence legislation, and the cor-
poration shall not participate in, or intervene In
(inctuding the publishing-or distribution of state-
ments) any political campaign on benalif of any
carndidate for public office:

_ ARTICLE THIRD
. Membership

Section 1. There shall be five categories of
membership: Full, Assocnate Student; Honorary‘
and .Retired.

Sectien 2. Full, Qua\rf ed persons who have
a continuing professional interest in toxicology
and (a) wha have conducted and published
ariginal research in.some phase of toxicelogy or
{0} who are-generally recognized as-expert in
some phase of f«ox!cology shall he eligible for
rmemibership; swb;ebttﬁ condlﬂoﬂs get forth in
the By-Laws. . |

Section 3. Assemate Iridwcdua\s who have
a Qontir?umg .pro’fessmnaé anierest in toxicology
but who do nbt aualify for Fuil membersmp shal

"be eligible for Associate membership, subject to

conditions set forth in the By aws.

Section 4. Student: Studants with an interest
o, mxicology who are eniclied m a graduate
- degige pr@gram sha\l he elngfbée for Student

membership, subjecl to conditions set forth in
the By-Laws.

Section 5. Honorary. Honorary membership
shall be awarded by the Soclely to persons who
are not members of the Society in recognition
of outstanding and sustained achievements in
toxigelogy, subject to ¢onditions set forth in the
By-laws.

Section 6. Retired. A Full or Associate mem-
ber of the Society who has retired from active
wark in toxicology may be accorded retired
status upon approval of the Board of Directors
{referred 1o hereinafter as Council).

8ection 7. Corporate Associates. The Presi-
dent of the SBociety, with the approval of the
Councit, may on an annual basis invite any firm,
association, corporation, institution or subdivi-
sion thersof, 10 become a Corporate Associate
in support of the Society.

Section 8. Voting. Each Full member of the
Society described under Section 2 of the Arti-
cle shall be entitlied to vote (a) at the annual
meeting and at any special meeting on &ll mat-
ters pertaining ta the affairs of the Society
which are duly presented for consideration at
such meeting and (o) by mail for election of
officers of the Society and such other officials
to be elected by the members under the By-Laws
in farce, &nd (¢} by maii on such other matters
as may from time to time, pursuant to the
By-Laws upon action taken at any meeting of
the members, be approved for submission to
the full membership. A member designated
under Sections 3, 4, 5, or 7 of the Article shall
have no voting rights. A Retired member, who
was a Full member previcusly, shall retain
voting rights

ARTICLE FOURTH

Amendments

Proposed changes in the Constitution shali be
submitted in writing to the Council at least four
months prior to the annual meeting. Upon ap-
proval by a majority vote of the Council, the
Secretary shall send written notice of the pro-
posed changes (o all members of the Society at
least four weeks prigr to the annual meeting. A
two-thirds vote of the baliots cast shall be
required for adoption.

ARTICLE FIFTH

Duration and Disselution

The Society shall continue as a corporation
until a propasal for dissoluticn shall be passed
by the Council and the veoting members of the
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Seciety. For purposes of rotice and voting
requirements, any such proposal shall be
treated as an amendment to these Articles and
shall comply with the provisions of Article
Fourth hersof.

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the
Cauncil shali, afler paying or making provision
for the payment of all of the liabilities of the
corporation, dispose of all of the assets of the
corporatien exclusively for the purposes of the
corporation in such manier, or 1o such organi-
zation or organizationis organized and operated
exclusively for charitable, educational, religious,
or scientific purposes &s shalf at the time qualify
as an exempt organization or organizations
under Section 501 (¢) (3) of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1954 {or the corresponding provisions
of any fulure United States Internal Revenue
Law), ag the Councll shall determine. Any of such
assets shall be disposed of by the Court of Com-
petent Jurisdiction of the county or distrigt in
which the principal office of the corporation is
then located, exclusively for such purposes ar
to such organization or organizations, as said
Court ghall determine, which are organized and
operated exclusively for such purposes.

BY-LAWS

ARTICLE FIRST

Officers

Section 1. A President shall be elected by a
majority vote of the ballots cast at-the first
annual meeting of the Society and shall serve
for a term of one year. The President, after
serving one.year, shall be designated Immadiate
Past-President for one year. The President shall
preside at all meetings of the Society.

‘Section 2. A Vice President-Elect shall be
elected by a-majority vote of the ballots cast, and
shall become the Vice Presidant of the Society
after serving one year as Vice President-Elect,
The Vice President-Elect shal serve in the ab-
sence of the President and the Vice President,

Section 3. The Vice President shall.became
the President of the Society after serving cne
year as Vice. President.: Fhe Vice Prasident shall
serve in the absence of the President, For the
yearin which this Section shalf first be in. efféct,
both & Vice PresidentEiect, and a Vice Presldent
shall be ele¢ted

Section 4. There shall be a Sécretary of the
Sociaty who shalt be elecied by & majarity vote
of the ballots cast, who shall ‘serve as ‘Secre-
tary-Elect for one yeaf foliowed by & term of two



years as Secrefary starting with 11e individual
elected as Secretary-Elect in 1891, The Secre-
tary shall have custody of the records of the
Society, shall keep the minutes of the meetings
of the Society and of the Council. and shall natify
members of all meetings

Section 5. There shall be a Treasurer of the
Society who shail be elecled by a majority vote of
the ballols cast, who shall serve as Treasures-
Elect for one year followed by a term of two years
as Treasurer starting with the individual elected
as Treasurer-Elect in 1990

Section 6. There shall be a Board of Directors
referred to hereinafter as a Council of the Society
consisting of ten persons, four to be elected by
a plurality vote of the ballots casl for a term
of twa years, except as hereinafter provided
Al the first annual meeting twe members shall
be elected for a short term of one year, and
two mermbers shall be electad for 3 term of two
years. Annually, thereafter, two members shalt
be elected for a term of two years. The six
additional members of the Couneil shalf con-
sist of the President, the Immediate Pest-
President. the Vice-President-lect. the Vige
President. the Secrefary and the Treasurer
The general management of the affairs of “he
Society shall e vested in the Council, In addi-
tion to its other powers, the Council may
employ such persons, including an Executive
Secretary, as the Council deems necessary, and
upon such lerms and at such salary as the
Council shall determine, and to whor. in the
caze ol the Executive Secrelary, officers and
cormmiltee members may with approval from
Gouncil delegate dulies and responsibilities,
notwithstanding that such duties or responsi-
bilities may under the Bylaws be assigned to the
deiegating officer or committee member: pro-
vided that each such delggating instrument
shall, irrespective of any other terms contained
therein, ferminate immediately either upon
revocation thereof by Ihe delegaling officer or
cammittes member or upon withdrawal by Coun-
cil, of its approval.

Section 7. Vacancies in any office shall be
filled by a majority vole of the Council In the
event of a lie, the President shall cast the
deciding volte.

Section 8. Ballots for officers 1o be elecled
in any year shall be mailed by the Secrefary 1o
ihe membership by January 1, which ballots
shall set forth the names of the candidates
nominated by the Neominating Committee; in
addition, one (1) space shall be provided for a
write-in candidate for each office 1o be filled
Cormpleted ballots returned to the Secreary
shall be valid if received on or before the fol-
towing February 1 and if the envelope contain-
ing the ballot bears the signature of the mamoer.
The Secretary shall hereupon send the bailols
to an ad hoc Telers Committee, appointed by
lhe President, which shall count alt ballots prop-
erly submitted and shall immediztely notify the
President of any tie, inwhich event the President
shall call a meeting of the Council 1o be held
belore the date of the next annual meeting and
the tie shall be resolved in favor of one of the
candidates involved in the tie by majority vote
of the Council. The results of Lhe balloting and

of the Council's resolution of any tie shail be
returned to the Secretary and announced at the
toflowing annuat meeting

Section 9. Oflicers shall begin their terms of
office on May 1 fallowing the annual meeting at
which thetr eleclion s announced or one month
after this annual meeting if it iz held, any year,
after Aprit 1

Section 10. Only Full members ol the Society
shall be eligible for etection as officers

Section 11. In the event any ollicer elected
under the provisions of Article First shall become
unable, whether by reason of healih, incapacity,
or otherwise, to perform the normal duties of his
or her office. the Council may, by majority vole.
designate angther vating member of the Society
1o exercise the duty and responsibility for such
olfice untii the next regular or special election
for said office. The member designated by Coun-
cil shall serve only during the remainder of the
fiscal year.

ARTICLE SECOND
Membership

Section 1. Candidates for all categories of
membership, except Honorary and Retired, shafl
he presented by two members of the Saciety who
are nol members of Councit on forms provided
by the Secretary. Complated applications are
returned 1o the Secretary who refers them to the
Membership Committae for its racommendations
to Council. The candidaies recommended by the
Membership Commitiea shall be torwarded by
the Secretary to the membership of the Sociaty
who may submit abjections to a particular can-
digate o the Council through the Secretary.
Final approval or disapproval of the candidates
recommended by the Mempership Comimitiee
shall require a majority vole ol Councit, Can-
didates approved in this manner shall be notited
by the Secretary and shall hencetorth be con-
sicdered members.

Section 2. Applications for al categories of
membership except Honorary shall be pro-
cessed and new members shall be admitted
semiannually. The deadlines shall be as follows:
the Secretary shall receive applications by Janu-
ary 1 or July 1: the Membership Committes shall
return its recommendations to the Secretary by
March 1 or Seplember 1. the Secretary shall
send names of recommended candidates to all
members by April 1 or October 1. members shall
submit their objections o the Secretary by
May 1 or November | Council takes final action
and those whose membership applications are
approved by Council shall be notitied of official
membership on July 1 or January 1. Members
accepted effective July 1 shall be assessed half
the amount of annual dues; members accepled
cifective January 1 shall be assessed the full
amount of the annual dues.

Section 3. Candidates for HMonorary member-
ship are nominated by two Voling or Associate
mempers of the Society including members of
Council. Nominations shail be accompanied by
seconding letters and information regarding
career achievements in toxicology. Election of
Honorary members shall be by a two-thirds
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majority vote of Council. Not more than two
Honorary members shall be elected during
any one.term of Councit. Honorary members
shalt not be eligible to vote and shall not be
assessad dues.

Section 4. Thosa parsons who became vot-
ing members of the Society during the first year
shall pe designated “'Charter” members but
such designation shall in no way affect the divi-
sion of membership into any category or rights
pertaining thereto.

Section 5. The Gouncil may, by unanimous
vote and after a hearing lor cause. recommend
to the Sociaty the expuision of any member,
which recommendation shall be sent to all
members of the Society al least four weeks grior
lo the meeting al which il is 1o be acled upon
A vote of four-fiths of the voling members
present and at such meeling shall be required
for expulsion

ARTICLE THIRD

Meetings

Section 1. A regular meeting of the Sociely
of Toxicoiogy shall be held annually at such time
and place as shal be determined by the Coun-
cil. Members of Society snall be notifiad at least
eight weeks in advance of such meetings

Section 2. Speecial meetings of the Society
may be called by the Council or upon written re-
quest of ten active members of the Society with
approval of the Councit. The Secretary shall send
wrilten notice to the members al leasl eight
weeks in advance of such meetings and shall
specily lhe business 1o be transacted. No busi-

ness other than so specified shall be transacted
at such meetings ‘

Section 3. The Council shall meet prior to the
annual meeling of the Society 1o conduct such
business as is set forth in the Constitution and
By-Laws. Five members of the Council shall con-
stitute a guorurn for this meeting. Minutes of the
Council meeling shall become a parl of the offi-
cial record ¢of the Society.

Section 4. There shall be a Scientific Ses-
sion as part of any regular meeling to be
arranged by the Program Committee. Ali mem-
bers except Student members shall be able to
sponsor papers according to rules established
by Council,

Section 5. Ten percent of the voling mem-
bership shall constitule a auorum for a business
reetng. Procedural matiers may be handled at
the business meeting. Substanlive issues shall
be decided by a majority vote of voting members
by mail.

Section 6. Tha rules contained in Robert’s
Rules of Order, Seventy-filth Anniversary Edition
or any subseauent revisions shall govern the
corduct of the business meeting of the Sociely,
excepl where they may be inconsistent with the
Constitution and By-Laws.

Section 7. If at any meeling of the members
of the Sociaty, duiy cafled and held and a quo-
rum being presenl. the members shall, follow-
ing discussion ol any matter properly pre-
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sented lar action and on motion duly made and
seconded, vote to submit such matter to the
members of the Society for resoiution by mail
ballet and if such motion shail contain a con-
¢cise statement of the matter in question capable
of resolution by yes or no vote, the Secretary
shall within 30 days thereafter prepare and send
ta every member entitted under Secticn § of
Article Third of the Constitution to Vote, a notice
of the action taken at such meeting, together
with a brief explanation of the issue and & bal-
lot getting forth the matter in question in the
same lerms as proposed at such meeting, which
ballot shali contain a place for the entry of a
yes ar no vote. Compieted ballots returned to
the Secretary shall be valid if postmarked on or
before the 60th day following the said meeting
The Secretary shall thereupon promptly count
said ballots and shall immediately notify the
President of the number of votes for and against.
The Secretary shali promptly thereafter natify the
Membership of the oulcome of such bailoting
provided that nolification shall be effectively
given if set forth on the first page of the next
Newslelter or other bulletin mailed by the Secre-
tary to all members

ARTICLE FOURTH

Standing Committees

Section 1. Membership Commitiee. There
shall be a Membership Committee consisting of
six voling members of the Society who hold no
cther eiective office, 1o be elected by a plurality
vote of the baliots cast and who shall serve for a
term of three years, except as hereinafter pro-
vided for and who shall be eligible for re-slec-
tion only after a lapse of one year, Two rmembers
shall be elected arnuaily. The Prestdent shall
designate the Chair. The Membership Commit-
tee shall investigate the qualifications of the
candidates for membership and shall report its
recommendations to the Secretary by March 1
or September 1 of gach year.

Section 2. Nominating Committee. There
shall be a Nominating Commitige, consisting of
five voting members of the Society who hold no
other elactive office. Al members, Inchuding
the Chair. shall have a single vote. The Chair
shall be the past-president of the Scciety who
has most recently completed the term as Im-
mediate Pasi-President. The remaining four
memters shall be elected by the voting members
of the Sociely. Membership on the Committee
shalt be for a period of one year; members shall
be eligible for re-election oniy after a lapse of
one-year. Candidates for glection to the Nomi-
nating Committee shall be submitted to the Sec-
retary prior to November 1. They shal! be deter-
mined in the fcllowing manner: {1) Each of the
Regional Chapters shadl nominate one candidate:
from this group, one member shall be elected
by a plurality vole. (2) Each of the Speciaity Sec-
tions shall nominate one candidate; from this
group, one member shall be ele¢ted by a plurality
vote. (3) The past-presidents of the Society shall
nominate three candidates from their group; one
shall be elecied by a pfurality vote. (4) Three can-
didates shall be nominated from the membership

at large by the President: from this group, one
shall be elected by a plurality vole. A member’'s
name shall only appear once on the ballot. The
entire batlot shall be submitted to the voting
membership for efection according to the pro-
cedure given in Section 10

The Chair ot the elected Nominating Com-
mittee shall advise Council of the names of all
nominees for elected office and elected Stand-
ing Committees {except the Nominating Com-
mittee} prior to October 15 and before linalizing
the nominations. The Nominating Committee
shall submit in writing to the Secretary by
Octaber 15 of sach year al least two nomina-
tions for sach elective office and committee to
be filled.

Section 3. Finance Committee. There shall
be a Finance Committee consisting of the
Treasurer ag Chalr, the President, the Vice-
President, and two voting members, who are
not members of Council, 1o be appointed by
Council for a two-year term. For the lerm in
which this By-Law takes effect, the Council will
appoint two members to the Finance Commit-
tee: one for a two-year term and one for a
one-year term. The Finance Commiitee shall
continuously review the financial status of the
Society and the Treasurer shall report at each
Council meeting. At least one month prior to a
regular meeting. the Finance Committee shall
prepare for presentalion at the regular meeting
a tinancial statement summarizing the financial
operalions of the Society for the immediataly
preceding fiscal year and including income,
expenses and a financial balance sheet. The
Finance Committee shall also prepare and pre-
senl with the financial staternent a budget for the
coming year. Recommendations affecting finan-
cial operations or actions shall be made by the
Treasurer to Counci! and included with the finan-
cial statement for presentation at any regufar
meeting. Fiscal and investment policies ang cur-
rent investments shall be recommended to Coun-
cil by the Finance Commitiee and approved by
Council. The Figcal year shall begin on May 1
and end the last day of April of each year.

Section 4. Frogram Committee. The Pro-
gram Committee shall consist of the Vice-
President as Chair, the Vice-President-Eiect,
and nine members of the Society who hold no
elactive oflice. Three shall be appointed annually
by the President for three-year terms of office.
The Program Committee shall make recommen-
dations to the Council as to informative and
appropriate scientific programs and shalf be
responsible far the planning and organization of
the scientific program of a regular meeting. The
Program Committee atso shall make recommen-
dations to Council regarding special maetings
and/or symposia

Section 5. Technical Committee. There shall
be a Technical Committee consisting of six
members who hoid no elective office. Three
members shall be appointed annually for a two-
year term by the President. During the term in
which this section takes effect the President
shail appoint three members to two-year lerms
and three members 1o ene-year terms. The Presi-
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dent shaill desighate the Chair. The Technical
Committee shall investigate lechnical problems
referred {0 it by the President or which are
recognized by the Committee and upon which
the Society may be asked to exprass an opinion
of to actively participate in their resolution. The
Commiltee shall repart its findings and recom-
mendations to Council.

Section 6. Education Committee. There
shall be an Education Committee consisting of
six voting members who hold no other elective
office elected by a plurality vote of ballots cast
to serve for a term of three years. Two voting
members shall be elected annually. The Presi-
dent shall designate the Chair. The Education
Committee shall concern itself with ways in
which the Society can advance and promulgate
education in toxicology. The Committee shall
report its findings and recommendations to

Council.
Section 7. Continuing Education Committee.

There shatl be a Coptinuing Education
Commiltee congisting of six members who hold
no elective office. Three members shall be
appointed annually for two-year terms by the
President. The President shall designate the
Chair. During the term i which this Section takes
effect, the Presidenl shall appoint three
members to twe-year terms and three members
to one-year terms. The Continuing Education
Committee shall organize continuing education
courses which meet the requiremenis of the
membership for information on new develop-
ments in {oxicology and related disciplines as
well as the reguirements of certifying and licen-
sing boards. The Committee shall be responsible
for the ptanning, organization andg presentation
of continuing education courses. The Commit-
tee shall report its findings and recommenda-
tions to Council.

Section 8. Requiatory Affairs and Legislative
Assistance Committee. There shall be a Regula-
tory Affairs and Legislative Assistange Commit-
tee consisting of six voting members whe held
no elective office. Taree members shall be
appointed annually for a two-year term by the
President. The President shall designate the
Chair. During the term in which this Section takes
effect, the President shall appoint three mem-
bers to two-year lerms and three members to
one-year terms, This Committee shail be the
Socisty’s focus for activities which aid and sup-
port the scientific activities of regulatory agen-
cies and legislative bodies. The Committee shall
keep Council abreast of new developments
which concern the regulation of chernicals or
legislation pertaining thereto. The Committea
shallreport its findings and recommendations to
Council.

Sectien 8. Animais in Research Committee.
There shall be an Animais in Research Commit-
tee consisting of six voting members who hold
no elective office. Three members shall be
appointed annually for a two-year term by the
President. The President shall designate the
Chair. During the term in which this Section takes
effect, the Presidant shall appoint three mem-
bers to two-year terms and three members o
one-year terms. This Committee shall be the



Society’s focus of activities relating to the effec-
tive and humane use of laboratory animals in
research. The Committee shall also be con-
cerned with the development of valid alterna-
tives to animal testing. The Committee shall
report its findings and recommendations to
Council.

Section 10. Awards Cornmittee. There shall
be an Awards Committee consisting of five vot-
ing members of the Society who hold no elective
office. Two members shall be appointed annu-
ally by the President for two-year terms. The
Immediate Past President wil serve as Chair,
The Committee shall review all materials
received by the Chair and make recommenda-
tions to Council pricr to the Annual Meeting.

Section 11. Ethics Committee. There shall be
an Ethics Committee consisting of five voling
members of the Society who hold no elective
office. Two members shail be appointed annu-
ally for a two-year term by the President. The
Immediate Past President will serve as Chair.
The Committee shall provide guidelines and
recommendations to Council on ethical behav-
ior as embodied in the Code of Ethics.,

Section 12. Placement Committee. There
shall be a Placement Committee consisting of
six vating members of the Society who hold no
elective office. The Director and Co-Director will
be appointed by the President. Twg members
shall be appointed annually to serve three-year
terms. The Committee shall serve as a forum for
the exchange of infarmation regarding positions
available and qualified toxicologists seeking
positions.

Section 13. Ballots for electing Standing
Committee members in any year shall be mailed
by the Secretary 1o the voting membership by
January 1. The ballots shall set forth the names
of the candidates nominated; in addition, cne (1)
space shall be provided for a write-in candidate
for each office. Completed baliots returned to
the Secretary shall be valid if received on or
before the following February 10 and if the enve-
lope containing the ballot bears the signature of
the member. The Secretary sha!l thereupon
send the ballots te an ad hoc Tellers Committee,
appointed by the President, which shali count ali
baliots properly submitted and shall imme-
diately notify the President of any tie, in which
gvent the President shall call & meeting of the
Council before the date of the next reguiar meet-
ing to resolve the tie in favor of one of the
candidates concerned by a majority vote of the
Council. The results of the balloting and of the
Council's resolution of any tie shall be returned to
the Secretary and announced at the next regular
meeting.

Sectlon 14. Elected Standing Committee
members shall begin their terms of office on May
1 following the regular meeting at which their
election is announced. In the case of a regular
meeting being held later than April 1, elected
Committee members shall begin their terms of
office one manth after the date of this regular
meeting.

Section 15. Other Committees. The President,
the Council or both may appeint such ad hoc,
special or other committees as deemed
necessary.

Section 16. In the event that any committee
member elected under the provision of Article
Fourth, whether by reascn of health, incapacity
or otherwise, shall become unable to perform
the normal duties of his or her office, the Council
may by majority vote designate another voting
member of the Society to exercise the duties and
responsibilities of such office. The member des-
ignated by Council shall serve only during the
remainder of the fiscal year.

ARTICLE FIFTH
Board of Publications

Section 1. The Board of Publications shall
congist of five mambers: the President of the
Society and four other members of the Society
who shall be appointed by Councii and who
serve for a term of four years One member
shalt be apponted each year tor a full term of
four years. The Council shall designate annually
from among the appointed members the Chair-
man, who shail submit inwriting to the Council at
least one month prior 1o the annual meeting an
annual report of finances. publications, and
general policies. The Vice-President and the
Editors of all technical publications of the So-
ciety shall serve as non-voting members of the
Board.

Sectlon 2. The Board of Publications shall
determine the editorial policy for ail technicat
publications of the Society and shall appoint an
Editor and Editoriat Board for each publication.
The Editors and members of the Editorial Boards
shall serve for three years and shall be gligibie
for reappointment. Members of the Editorial
Boards may concurrently hold other offices in
the Society.

Section 3. In the event any of the appointed
members of the Board of Publications shall
bhecome unable, whether by reason of health,
incapacity or otherwise, to perform the normal
duties of his or her office, the Council may by
majority votg designate another member of the
Society to exercise the duties and respon-
sibilities of such cffice until further action of the
Council ar until the term expires, whichever shall
first ooour.

Section 4. The authority and responsibility for
establishing the financial policy that governs all
publications of the Society are vested in the
Councii. The Board of Publications shall make
recommendations to the Council cenceming
financial policy.

ARTICLE SIXTH

Dues

Sectlon 1. Full, Associate and Student mem-
bers shall pay such annual dues in support of
the Society as determined by Council. These
dues may include subscriptions to the Soclety
journals.

Section 2. Members who have retired
because of age or disability may electto apply to
Council for “retired status.” Members accorded
“retired status” shall be relieved of the paymant
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of their dues not used for subscription to a
Scciety journal; or of their entire duss if they do
not wish 1o continue receiving a journal that was
included with the dues, but shall retain their
privileges of membership.

Section 3. Honorary members shall not be
required to pay dugs and shali not be eligible to
hold office or any elective position in the Society,
but shall have all the non-voting privileges of the
Scciety in scientific proceedings.

Sectlon 4. Dues shall be paid annually and
shall be due on January 1. When dues inciude
payment for journals, members delinquent as of
March 31 shall lose their subscriptions for the
remaindar of the year.

Section 5. Failure 1o pay dues by the end of
the calendar year in which they are due shall
result in forfeiture of membership. A member
who has forfeited membership by nonpaymert
of ¢dues must reapply for membership under
Article Second, Section 1.

ARTICLE SEVENTH
Regional Chapters

Sectlon 1. The Society may adthorize the
farmation of Regional Chapters to further the
purposes of the Society. Council may approve
the formation of a Chapter upon written request
that a Regional Chapter be formed and after
reviewing the By-Laws of the proposed Chapter,
Chapters shall he regulated according to pro-
cedures developed and approved by Council.

ARTICLE EIGHTH
Specialty Sections

Section 1. The Society may authorize the
formation of Specialty Sections to further the
purposes of the Society. Councii may approve
the formation ¢of a Specialty Section upon written
reguest that a Specialty Section be farmed and
after reviewing the By-laws of the proposed
Specialty Section. Specialty Sections shall be
regulated according to procedures developed
and appreved by Council.

ARTICLE NINTH

Corporate Seal

Section 1. The corporate seal shall be circular
in form: The words "SOCIETY OF TOXICOL-
OGY”" and the founding date shall appear in the
outer circle: the word "SALUS" shall appear in
the inner circle.

ARTICLE TENTH
Amendments

Section 1. Proposed changes in the By-laws
shall be submitted to the Council in writing by a
member in good standing at least four months
prior to a regular meeting. Upon approval by a
majority vote of Council, the Secretary shall
send written notice of the proposed changes to
all voting members of the Society at ieast four
weeks prior to a regular meeting. A majority vote
of mail ballots received within 60 days after the
reqular meeting shall be required for adoptian.
