How to get there?
The San Diego Museum of Natural History is in Balboa Park near the intersection of Park Boulevard and Village Place, just south of the San Diego Zoo. Enter our grand new entrance on the north side, facing the large Moreton Bay fig tree.
SOT is not providing transportation from the San Diego Convention Center.  Below is information about the various ways to reach the Museum.
By Car
From Downtown San Diego, go east on A Street. Turn left (north) on 12th Avenue. The name will change to Park Blvd. You will pass under a pedestrian overpass, which is adjacent to the Museum. Turn left at the first traffic light beyond the overpass (Village Place) and left again into the Museum's parking lot. 

Parking is free.  However, parking lots fill quickly on weekends.  The lot nearest the museum is to the left as you enter Village Place. Bus stops are located adjacent to the Museum on Park Boulevard.  From the parking lot, take the free Balboa Park Tram to the Museum.

By Bus 
The Museum is on the #7 bus line, which runs very frequently between downtown San Diego (along Broadway for most of the downtown portion of the route) and east San Diego and La Mesa (along University for most of eastern portion). 

From downtown: Take any outbound #7 bus. The bus will travel north on Park Blvd. The nearest stop to the museum is at the pedestrian overpass which crosses over Park Blvd. But the earlier stop at the Rose Garden is also close. 

By Trolley 
Take any trolley into downtown San Diego. Get off at the City College stop (12th Ave. and C St.) Transfer to the outbound #7 bus just around the corner at 11th and C. Your trolley ticket will cover your bus fare.

By Taxi 
Fare from the Convention Center to the San Diego Museum of Natural History is about $10.  For your return, there is a taxi stand in Balboa Park.
By Foot

It is about a 40 minute walk from the San Diego Convention Center.  It is downhill on the way back!
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
