Instruction for Using the Member Portal (FTP site)

The Portal is a large file transfer system between SOT headquarters staff and members. The FTP folders are a temporary storage location and the recipient should remove files immediately after receiving them. Any files left in the FTP folder longer then 30 days will be discarded. 

Member Usage Instructions

The SOT portal is accessible by visiting ftp://ftp.toxicology.org/. 
Enter the Login and click Submit. The window should refresh and inform you that your Login was successful. In addition, a new window should open. 

Copy and paste this URL into your browser:

Microsoft Windows Users

If you are uploading files to the portal, simply copy the file(s) you wish to upload (right click and choose copy), then paste it into the FTP window (right click on any white space in the FTP window and choose paste). It may take several minutes depending on the size of the file and your Internet connection speed.

If you are downloading files from portal, right click on the file you want and choose "Copy To Folder". Browse to where you wish to save the file and click OK. This will download the selected file to your computer. It may take several minutes depending on the size of the file and your Internet connection speed.

When you are finished transferring files, simply close the FTP and Login windows.

Macintosh, Linux, Unix Users

An FTP client (such as Fetch) is required to connect to our FTP server. These clients are freely available at most software download sites. Log in using the information below.

Trouble with Pop-Up FTP Folder

After you login, and the page refreshes and tells you that you have successfully logged in, the FTP window should open. Due to the method of a new window opening, many pop-up blockers will prevent this window from loading properly. If you are using Windows XP, and have this problem, you can click the gray bar at the top and choose "Always allow pop-ups" or "Temporarily allow pop-ups", whichever you prefer. You may have to refresh the page after you've allowed pop-ups. If you are using another pop-up blocker (search engine toolbar, pop-up stopper, etc.), you will have to disable it's blocking of this page before the FTP window will load.
