RESTON, VA, February 14, 2007 – Science writers, industry media, and science journalism students may attend sessions of the Society of Toxicology (SOT) Annual Meeting in Charlotte, North Carolina at no charge. The 46th annual gathering of an estimated 6,000 researchers and regulators from universities, government, and industry will be held at the Charlotte Convention Center in Charlotte, North Carolina, March 25-29, 2007. “The meeting is a major opportunity to view and understand the progress that is being made to impact human disease processes,” says SOT President James A. The Charlotte meeting will feature lectures by two Nobel Laureates. Robert Horvitz of the Massachusetts Institute of Technology will speak on “The Genetic Control of Programmed Cell Death in the Nematode Caenorhabditis Elegans.” Throughout the week, workshops and poster sessions will provide up-to-the minute research and analysis on subjects with bearing on disease, human and animal health, occupational safety, and many related issues. 

Program Committee Chair George Corcoran, of the Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences at Wayne State University in Detroit, Michigan, believes that the breadth of this year’s program mirrors the many opportunities toxicologists have to improve human health, enhance the safety of products, and safeguard the environment. “The meeting spotlights so many important issues – how we must better understand risks in the environment - as presented by Nobel Laureate Mario Molina, the growing challenges posed by an aging population, the unique vulnerabilities of humans during early development - as presented by Nobel Laureate Robert Horvitz, and the decisive roles of toxicologists in advancing human health, to name a few,” he says. “No meeting or event during the year, anywhere in the world, offers toxicologists such unique, high-quality opportunities.” (To see the full program or arrange to attend a session, reporters are invited to visit www.toxicology.org)
