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 TOXICOLOGISTS ADDRESS ARRAY OF HEALTH ISSUES AT ANNUAL MEETING IN CHARLOTTE, NC  

RESTON, VA, March 2, 2007 – Environmental causes of autism, black mold and damp-building related illnesses, Parkinson’s disease, diet supplements, cardiovascular effects of inhaled ultra-fine particles, and the Women’s Health Initiative are only a handful of the health issues slated for consideration at the upcoming Annual Meeting of the Society of Toxicology. The 46th annual gathering of an estimated 6,000 researchers and regulators from universities, government, and industry will be held at the Charlotte Convention Center in Charlotte, North Carolina, March 25-29, 2007. “The meeting is a major opportunity to view and understand the progress that is being made to impact human disease processes,” says SOT President James A. Throughout the week, workshops and poster sessions will provide up-to-the minute research and analysis on subjects with bearing on disease, human and animal health, occupational safety, and many related issues.
