Chapter Member Profile

Dr. Sue Marty received her M.P.H. and Ph.D.
degrees in toxicology from the University of
Michigan. Her dissertation research was in
reproductive toxicology, focusing on the effects
of chemicals on parturition. From 1993-1997,
Sue was a postdoctoral fellow at Michigan State
University, studying the neurotoxicity of
methylmercury.

Dr. Marty joined The Dow Chemical Company
in Midland, Michigan in 1997 and is currently a
Senior Research Specialist in the
Neurotoxicology group. She serves as a lead
scientist on guideline neurotoxicity studies
conducted at Dow. In addition, her research
interests are primarily focused on children’s
health, examining the effects of chemicals on
postnatal development and the impact of

maternal/fetal/pup physiological changes on
perinatal kinetics. Sue also is collaborating with
the U.S. EPA to evaluate in vitro neurotoxicity
screening assays as a means to prioritize
chemicals for in vivo neurotoxicity testing.

Dr. Marty has authored a number of peer-
reviewed publications and is a member of the
editorial board for Birth Defects Resarch Part
B: Dewelopmertal and Reproductive Toxicology.
She also serves on the International Life Sciences
(ILSI) Developmental and Reproductive Toxicity
(DART) committee and is an adjunct faculty
member in the Department of Pharmacology and
Toxicology at Michigan State University. Dr.
Marty was Secretary/Treasurer of the Michigan
Society of Toxicology (MISOT) in 2000-2002
and is looking forward to serving the Society
again. “As Michigan’s economy evolves, we face
a challenging time for the MISOT.
