2009 MISOT Annual Fall Meeting

The annual fall meeting was held on November 6, 2009 at the Hannah Community Center in East Lansing with the topic of “Water safety and toxicology for the Great Lakes Region.” The meeting was attended by over 50 individuals and had three guest speakers, Dr. Stephen Hamilton from Michigan State University: “Water as a vector for contaminant movement through landscapes”, Dr. Nil Basu from the University of Michigan: “An ecosystem-based risk assessment of mercury in the Great Lakes”, and Dr. James Lazorchak from the US EPA: “Pharmaceuticals in the environment – exposure, effects, and risks to humans and ecosystems: what we think we know, and what we need to know”. In addition, approximately 20 poster presentations were given by students and postdoctoral fellows with awards given for the presentations. The first place graduate student poster award was given to Christine M. Dugan from Michigan State University for her presentation of “Gender-dimorphic inflammatory response in halothane hepatitis in BALB/cJ mice”. The first place postdoctoral poster award was given to Dr. Dong-Ha Nam from the University of Michigan for his presentation of “Brevetoxin exposure and neurochemical alterations in lemon sharks (Negaprion brevirostris)”. An honorable mention award was given to Erica M. Sparkenbaugh from Michigan State University for her presentation of “HIF-1α deletion protects mice from acetaminophen hepatotoxicity and reduces activation of the hemostatic system.” In addition to certificates, first place award winners received $500 and $250 was given to the honorable mention award winner. MISOT encouraged the winners to consider using monetary awards for offsetting travel expenses to the annual SOT conference. MISOT would like to thank MPI Research for their generous support of the fall meeting.
