Highlights from the september 18, 2003 E. C. meeting:


Audit:  Since all financial activities are performed by SOT headquarters and the local chapter no longer maintains a bank account, the need for this committee was questioned.


AWARDS:  Plans to announce a Young Investigator Award recipient at the upcoming Fall Conference was discussed and the selection process continues.  There is preference to honor students within the Midwest area, as one objective is to recognize outstanding science and to promote research within the Midwestern states of the U.S.


MEMBERSHIP:  SOT headquarters (Rita Rose) is helping in a recruitment campaign of area scientists not currently in the local chapter of the SOT.  With the loss of many toxicologists from the area due to the recent Pfizer acquisition of Pharmacia and some other area reductions, the chapter has lost many loyal supporters and workers.  We will continue to encourage conference attendees to join the chapter, as they are witness to the benefits of our programming.  A possible corporate membership campaign was mentioned.





NOMINATIONS:  Previous candidates were sent letter commending their willingness to support the chapter and asking their continued dedication to MRC.  The next elections are in the spring of 2004.


PROGRAM:  See above.


COMMUNICATIONS:  President Reid Patterson will prepare the newsletter until we have a chance to recruit a member to support this effort.  If interested, please contact Reid by email (reid@reidpattersonconsulting.com) or phone 847-548-7549.


STUDENT INITIATIVES:  Christina has launched an aggressive campaign to increase student awareness and participation in the MRC.  The concept of establishing university-based clubs with support from the MRC, both financially and by providing programming, was discussed.  Professors and local students would be recruited to champion these efforts.  Students would learn of the benefits of membership, including trivial dues ($10 once or perhaps annually), opportunity for travel and scholarship funds, area job placement opportunities, summer internships, and perhaps opportunities to dialogue with leading toxicologists in the Midwest chapter, some perhaps leading to a more formal mentorship program.


TREASURER:  The chapter ended the year with a bank balance of $21,602.76.  Our current balance is $13,599.16.  These are acceptable balances and provide our chapter with sufficient stability to continue our excellent programming.  However, the high end of the year balance always reflect the income but not much of the expense of our annual spring program, which is by far our largest expenditure.  Thus, the current balance will continue to decline as we finalize payments for the excellent spring program.  The fall program will recruit two excellent scientists from out of the Chicago area, but a good attendance should offset those extra costs.  Corporate support is essential to sustain the chapter, as we intentionally keep registration fees low and below the necessary funding to offset all conference expenses.  SOT is now able to permit us to collect conference fees by credit card, which should ease registrations. 





NEW BUSINESS:  


Website: We are seeking a member who has an interest and aptitude in websites to be our local chapter liaison with headquarters on updating and improving our site.  Christina Wilson will seek some student involvement, but others are welcome.  Please contact Reid.


K-12 Teacher Training in Toxicology:  This is a program that SOT has supported, developed considerable teaching aids and plans to facilitate, and now has established financial assistance for local chapters willing to develop a program.  Peter Senese of the MRC has championed this initiative and developed some training aids.  If anyone is interested, please contact Reid, who is personally interested in seeing if we can’t develop a program in conjunction with next year’s spring meeting.





SOT PROVIDES FUNDING TO SUPPORT LONG RANGE PLAN INITIATIVES :


Headquarters will provide funding for local chapters to develop programming in the following: K-12 teacher training workshops, training MRC members in K-12 program, risk communications training, legislative education and awareness programs, programs that address shrinking funding resources, and programs that directly address the use of animals in research.  While there is some EC interest in the first, please express your interest to other programs to an EC member.
