Directions from West (Madison) to Pavilion Parking Structure:

Take I-94 East to I-794 East. Follow to the Lakefront exit. Go north (right at the light at the end of exit ramp) on Lincoln Memorial Drive. Lincoln Memorial Drive will become E. Kenwood Blvd. Go straight on Kenwood Blvd till Downer Ave. Head north (right turn at light) on Downer Blvd. Just past Hartford Ave turn left into the Klotsche Center/Pavilion Parking Structure (3409 N Downer Ave). Parking is available at the Pavilion Parking Structure. It is pre-pay 70¢ per hour.

Directions from North and South

(same exit because of Marquette interchange construction):
Take either I-43 south from the north or I-94/I-43 north from the south to Capitol Dr East exit. Go east on Capitol to N. Downer Ave. Go south ( turn right at light) on Downer Ave. Turn right into the Klotsche Center/Pavilion Parking Structure (3409 N Downer Ave). Most of you received a lengthy e-mail about a month ago explaining what our chapter has been up to (if not, let me know). This year, we find that we really need to tighten the budget and get more donations. To qualify, the speaker needs to be on a current SOT speakers list, or be approved by a committee. The second one was a request for funds from National’s Long-Range Plan. We requested funding for transportation and meals for some students to attend the fall meeting. SOT requires that these students be 4 hours or more away from the meeting site. Hopefully, we will get positive feedback from these requests.

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**MRC/SOT AWARDS**

MRC/SOT is proud to recognize the efforts of toxicologists who work and study in the Midwest.  There are three annual awards presented that the MRC/SOT uses to highlight their achievements:

They were awarded to the following individuals at the Annual  Spring Meeting, May 12, 2006.

Kenneth P. DuBois Award (1982-present)

Reid Patterson was announced as the 2006 recipient of the Kenneth Dubois award.  This award is presented annually at the MRC/SOT Spring meeting to an outstanding toxicologist from the Midwest region.

Nominations due March 1, 2007.
Victor A. Drill Award (1989-present)  Sponsored by WIL Research Laboratories, Inc.
This award is presented annually at the MRC/SOT Spring meeting to the student who presents the best poster.  The winner receives a paid trip (expenses up to $1500) to the following year’s national SOT meeting.  

The 2006 1st place poster was from Kristina DeSmet, University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee, for her poster, Near-Infrared light therapy increases cell viability in an in vitro model of Parkinson's Disease.

The 2006 2nd place poster was from Ronnie Yeager, Indiana University, for his poster entitled Near-Infrared light therapy attenuates dioxin-induced embryo mortality.

Abstracts due May 1, 2007.
Young Investigator Award (2003-present)  Sponsored by Covance Laboratories
Stacey Lovern was the winner of the young investigator award which is presented to the student who submits the best research proposal prior to the MRC/SOT Spring meeting.  The winner receives $1500 to put towards their proposed research project and presents their results at the following year’s MRC/SOT Spring meeting.
