GSLC AND PDA C0-ENDORSING A 2016 SCIENTIFIC SYMPOSIUM

The GSLC and Postdoctoral Assembly (PDA) have both developed a symposium session at the 2016
Annual Meeting on Tuesday, March 15, from 9:30 AM - 12:15 PM. The session, entitled “Genotypic
and Intrinsic Risk Factors that Increase Susceptibility to Inhaled Pollutants” fits well with the SOT
scientific theme of “Health and Environmental Impacts of Man-Made and Naturally Released
Toxicants.” The symposium session is co-chaired by GSLC Professional Development Subcommittee
Chair, Desinia Miller, and Gabriel Knudsen of the PDA. The primary objectives for this symposium will
be to (i) address the underlying risk factors associated with adverse health outcomes as it pertains to
inhaled pollutants and (ii) identify biologically plausible mechanisms and/or interactions that lead to
these adverse health effects. The six trainee presenters will focus on a variety of risk factors, specific to
inhaled pollutants, and how genetic variations can influence the risk of adverse health effects.
Attendees will gain insight on the inherent differences that influence susceptibility to inhaled
pollutants. Using mechanistically-based descriptions to describe variations in human exposure, adverse
health outcomes for at-risk groups will be identified. This symposium continues our previous success as
a co-sponsor of symposia at previous Annual Meetings. Please plan to attend and support your student
and postdoc colleagues!
